Eligibility

· Entrants must be no more than 25 years of age as of February 12, 2012.
· Former Grand Prize winners of the Young Artist Competition are not eligible to audition.
Prizes

· Grand Prizes of $500.00 will be awarded to two winners, each of whom will be selected from different categories.  (Grand Prize winners will be featured as guest soloists with the Delta Symphony Orchestra on Sunday, February 12, 2012.
· Prizes of $250.00 will be awarded to winners in the categories from which Grand Prize winners were not selected.  (Note:  Judges may elect not to award a prize in any category.)

· The 14th Neale Bartee Young Artist Award (a $100.00 prize) will be awarded to one outstanding
Northeast Arkansas Student (grades 9-12) from any performance category.   This award recipient may be asked to perform as a soloist with the Delta Symphony Orchestra.
(Note: Judges may elect not to award a prize in this category.)

A $50.00 cash award may be given to an outstanding student younger than ninth grade.
· Cash awards will be presented at the February 12, 2012 symphony concert.  Grand Prize winners must appear with the Symphony in order to receive their prize money.  All other winners are encouraged to attend the concert; however, if winners are unable to attend, they will receive their award by mail.
Preliminary Requirements

· Piano and orchestral instrument entrants must select one movement of a concerto or concerto-type composition.  Note:  Last year’s selections may not be used—Mendelssohn, Piano Concerto No. 1,1st movement; Vieuxtemps, Violin Concerto No. 5; Mayuzumi, Concertino for Xylophone and Orchestra.
· Vocal entrants must sing at least two songs from the opera, oratorio, or art song repertoire.
· All selections must have an orchestral accompaniment available.
· Total time of the musical selections should be between 8 and 15 minutes.
· Applications must be accompanied by a compact disc or cassette tape recording of audition pieces with piano accompaniment and postmarked no later than December 10, 2011.
· Finalists from the preliminary auditions will be chosen and notified by December 17.
· These finalists must perform the same piece in the live auditions that was used for the preliminary audition.
Final Audition Requirements

· An accompanist will be required for the final live auditions.  If a finalist is not able to bring his/her own accompanist, one will be provided for a fee of $50.00 if the DSO is notified by December 23.
· Entrants must provide the judges with one original copy of the music to be performed.
· All selections must be performed from memory at the audition.
· Grand Prize winners will perform the same piece with the DSO that was used for the live audition.
Final Audition Procedures

· All finalists will be assigned a time to perform on January 14th.

· A call back round will be held Saturday evening to determine the two Grand Prize winners who will perform with the symphony.  The call back round will be open to the public.
Notes
· The finalist will provide all expenses for the live audition.

· The Delta Symphony Orchestra will select the judges.

· Winners must provide a photo and biographical sketch for publicity.

· A non-refundable entry fee of $40.00 must accompany the entrant’s application.
